Before the meeting the Chairman welcomed Councillors to the Annual Parish Meeting.
1. The minutes of the meeting held on 12 May 2009 were confirmed and signed.

2. ACCOUNTS

PARISH COUNCIL – The parish council accounts show a deficit of £4235 for the year ending 31 March 2010. If you remove some of the capital expenses and some of the one off expenses the figure is probably £2000. A closer check on expenses is required, it was agreed to discuss the budget for 2010 to 2011 at the June planning meeting and consider the actual costs to date at that time. It was proposed by Councillor Brookes and seconded by Councillor Osborne that the accounts be accepted.
W H & E HARLOCK CHARITY – Councillor Mrs H Gilding reported that £13,000 has been spent on new drains for all 6 bungalows and that each bungalow is having a replacement window. It was proposed by Councillor Welberry and seconded by Councillor Boseley that the accounts be accepted.

JOHN BUTLER CHARITY – Councillor Booth reported a profit of £2190 for last year which was very pleasing for a small charity. They continue to support the bowls club. It was proposed by Councillor Welberry-Smith and seconded by Councillor Mrs L Leech that the accounts be accepted.

SWINESHEAD POOR CHARITIES – Councillor Welberry-Smith reported a good year with healthy accounts. There is a lower interest on the deposit account due to the land purchase in the previous year. It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Leech and seconded by Councillor Boseley that the accounts be accepted.

VILLAGE HALL – Councillor A East reported that they have received a grant of £2000 for replacement lights but improvements to the roof and tables and chairs are needed. The accounts are healthy now following previous improvements. It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Leech and seconded by Councillor Mrs H Gilding that the accounts be accepted.
