A) ST MARYS PRIMARY SCHOOL – A letter has been received from the head teacher who has raised several concerns over who is responsible for the playscape area and who should make the exit onto Townfield Lane safer. The clerk should speak to Mrs Fletcher to clarify the history of funding and responsibility of this project, so that we can move forward with the exit issues onto Townfield Lane.  This will be an agenda item for January.

B) WAR MEMORIAL GARDEN – Councillors Woods, Osborne and Mrs Parnell will meet in the January to discuss spring planting. 

C) CLEMENT KEYS – A letter has been received from Clement Keys explaining the audit, neither Duncan & Toplis nor Clement Keys will accept responsibility for the extra correspondence. For the next audit the clerk will ensure the correct bank reconciliation is included. 

D) LCC – CONEY HILL LAY-BY – A letter has been received from the highways officer. LCC will not be closing the lay-by permanently. Freight Transport Association has objected to the proposed closure of the lay-by to HGV’s so the process will take longer.

E) HIGHWAY ISSUES – All potholes and road conditions were reported.

F) ASSOCIATION OF BRITISH INSURERS – A letter has been received explaining that they have no control over the pricing of insurance, this is a competitive issue. They suggest that residents with increased premiums get quotes from specialist insurance brokers.
